STUDENT APPLICATION 

Kansas NTO Scholarship is a statewide competition to recognize outstanding male and female students who are enrolled in a career or technical program, which leads to high-wage, high-skill gender non-traditional occupational employment.

Gender Non-traditional occupations are defined as occupations or fields of work for which individuals from one gender comprise less than 25% of the individuals employed, as defined in Perkins IV legislation.   Examples are young women enrolled in building trades or automotive technology; or  young men enrolled in nursing or cosmetology. Two State winners will be selected.  The two State Winners (1 high school senior, 1 community or technical college student) will each receive a $1,000 scholarship.  

Eligible applicants include college students and high school seniors who are currently enrolled or will be enrolled in a gender nontraditional career technical education program.  Students enrolled in short-term career technical education exploratory courses and previous Kansas Breaking Traditions Scholarship winners are not eligible.

2. Explain why you decided to train in an occupation non-traditional to your gender.

3. What advice do you have for students who might like to train in an occupation non-traditional to their gender?

4. List accomplishments for the past two years.  This might include:
a. on-the-job training or internship participation,
b. awards or achievements, and
c. school and community involvement
